I.  Words

Instructions:  

Record this test but do not transcribe.
"I'm going to say some word lists and I want you to repeat them after me.  Let's start with a short one.  Say, dog."  

If the participant repeats the practice word correctly, say "Good, now say dog phone."  

If the participant repeats that correctly, say, "Good, you got it.  Let's continue.  Just listen to what I say, and repeat it back to me.  If you need me to repeat a list, just ask.”
If the participant fails to repeat the practice items, go through the instructions and practice one more time.  If that doesn't work, administer the first 2 items.  If the participant attempts to repeat each stimulus item (even if it is not correct), continue.  If the participant fails on these items, proceed to Section II (Sentences A). 

Administration Notes:

Present word strings with a definite break between words.

One stimulus repetition per item is permitted if the participant requests it. 

If the participant fails (does not attempt to repeat all the words) for 2 consecutive word strings, discontinue this section.  However, as long as each word is attempted (even if it is not correct), keep going.

Scoring Notes:

Score on Section I equals the longest word string the participant successfully repeats, from 1-8.  Successful repetitions include recognizable approximations of the target (at least 50% of phonemes must be correct) and phonemic paraphasias (unless the error is a recognizable word, which should be scored incorrect).  Word order changes are acceptable.  Semantic paraphasias are considered errors and should be noted.

II.A.  Sentences -- Increasing Length

Instructions: 

"Now I'm going to say some sentences and I want you repeat what I say.  The sentences will get longer each time. If you need me to repeat a sentence, just let me know.  Ready?"

Administration Notes:

Investigators may repeat stimulus items one time only if the participant requests a repetition or does not respond to an item after 10 seconds.  Indicate on the form which sentences were re-administered. 
If the participant fails (makes no attempt or gets no words correct) for 2 consecutive sentences, discontinue this section. However, as long as each sentence is attempted and one or more words is correct, continue. 

Scoring Notes:

Score one point for each word the participant repeats successfully in each sentence.  Again, successful responses include recognizable approximations of the target words (nouns and verbs, at least 50% of phonemes must be correct) and phonemic paraphasias (unless the error is a recognizable word, which should be scored incorrect).  Semantic paraphasias are considered errors and should be noted. Changes in word order are also errors and should be noted.

Add an “R” to each score for sentences that were re-administered.  For example, for sentence #1, "The bus is coming":  1) if the participant says, "Bus coming" with no re-administration of the stimulus item, indicate 2 on the score sheet; if the participant says "Bus coming" and the item was re-administered, indicate 2R on the score sheet (2 for # of words successfully repeated and R because the item was re-administered). 

Also, indicate on the score sheet the longest sentence (from 1-7) successfully repeated.

II.B.  Sentences  --  No Errors, Semantic Errors, Interference Effect

Instructions:   

"OK, here are some more sentences for you to repeat.  Again, just repeat exactly what I say.  Even if what I say sounds unusual, say just what I say.  If you need me to repeat a sentence, just ask.  Ready?"

Administration Notes:

Investigators may repeat stimulus items once if the participant requests a repetition or does not respond to an item after 10 seconds.  Indicate on the form which sentences were re-administered.

If the participant fails (makes no attempt or gets no words correct) for 2 consecutive sentences, discontinue this section.  However, as long as each sentence is attempted and one or more words are correct, continue. 

For sentences in the Interference Effect group, if the participant follows the command or answers the question, indicate that on the score sheet, but give a 0 for the repetition score for that item.  That response is considered incorrect.  Re-instruct before the next item is given by saying,  "Just repeat what I say." 

Scoring Notes:

Score on section II.B. is essentially the same as that of II.A. Score one point for each word the participant successfully repeats in each sentence.  Again, successful responses include recognizable approximations of the target (at least 50% of phonemes must be correct) and phonemic paraphasias (unless the error is a recognizable word, which should be scored incorrect).  Morphological errors (e.g., "is" for "was", "smell" for "smelled", "airplanes" for "airplane") are not considered errors.  Substitutions of "the" for "a" are also not considered errors. Semantic paraphasias are considered errors and should be noted. Changes in word order are also errors and should be noted.  

Keep track of re-administrations of stimulus items in the same manner as described in II.A. (indicating the number of successfully repeated words with or without an R to indicate presence or absence of re-administration).
